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Agathe accompanies Cornelius Stingermann for a
relaxing weekend trip to the lake, unaware that
the investigator Krefeld is celebrating the 40th
birthday of his good friend Caroline on the oppo-
site shore. Thorsten, Caroline's husband and a suc-
cessful building contractor, has invited a huge
assortment of new and old friends to the party.
Krefeld is particularly thrilled to see that the
attractive journalist Monika is one of the guests.
During the course of the evening, the two warm
up to each other and wind up taking a boat ride
out on the lake.

The next day, the police find Monika's body
in the small boat. Apparently, she was first killed
in the boathouse and only afterwards dragged into
the boat. Since she is wearing Krefeld's tie around
