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In the process of stealing a huge Delacroix painting from the cas-

tle of Count Thoelen, Fox & Team are interrupted by an unknown

person. In their haste to safely escape, they are forced to roll

the painting up and stash it in the roof's rain gutter. What they

don't know is that the person who spoiled their well-planned

heist was none other than Karen, who works as a thief by night…

and an insurance agent by day. She also just happens to be Fox's

ex-girlfriend, whom he had left years ago to be with his current

partner Andrea. 

Fox is waiting for a hard rain to retrieve the stashed painting,

when he can pose as a hired roofer.

So again the Delacroix hangs in the

Count's castle awaiting the planned art auction. Fox & Team have

to strike quickly and the only way to do it is smack in the mid-

dle of the auction with all eyes upon them…
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
